This feature helps installation con-
tractors and other personnel to identify and
assemble frames engineered with multiple
gauge components.

R2 posts are available in (14Ga) standard,
(13Ga) medium or (12Ga) heavy-duty profiles.
Upright frame braces and baseplates are avail-
able in standard or heavy-duty options and are
supplied with appropriate hardware. Powder-
coat paint or pre-galvanized finish is also avail-
able on all R2 components. n
